times it is subtler, such as a house that just never feels comfortable even though the thermostat says it should.

Those symptoms do not point to one single cause. That is why real-world troubleshooting matters. An
experienced technician does not just replace parts at random. They look at the full system, check how the
components are interacting, and decide whether the issue calls for repair, maintenance, refrigerant recharge, or
something more substantial.

A refrigerant recharge, for example,
may solve a cooling problem when the issue is tied to low refrigerant levels and the system is otherwise
serviceable. Seasonal maintenance and tune-ups can also catch wear before it becomes an emergency, which is

usually the cheapest way to protect an AC system over time.

But there are cases where replacement should at least be part of the conversation. If a unit has repeated failures,
if comfort is inconsistent throughout the house, or if the equipment is so old that the same problem keeps
returning in different forms, repair can become a short-term answer to a long-term issue. All Heart says it
